Frequently Asked Questions

· How do I register?

Download and print a copy of the registration from this website.  Complete and mail to the address on the form with the deposit or full camp fee.  If you do not have the ability to print the registration, you can either call or email and we will send you a hard copy.  Email is allstarbaseball21@hotmail.com and phone # is 509-966-1240.

· How are players divided during camp?

We will try to evaluate as best we can, but we also want you to have a positive experience. Most of the time we divide players by age but we do look at experience also.

· Can I stay with my friend in the same group?

If there is someone that you want to be with during the whole week of camp, please go together when we first break up.  After the initial evaluation, you may or may not be asked to move to a different group.  If it is more important to be together, the campers should talk with the camp coaches during camp time.

· Is there baseball merchandise for sale?

Yes, we do have a camp store with a variety of items to purchase.

· Do I need spending money?

We strongly suggest that you purchase a camp punch card on the first day of camp rather than carry money.  This eliminates the chances of money being lost.  This card is used as a credit card and kept in the camp store.  The camper may use this card to purchase snacks during the breaks and merchandise at the store.  $10.00 - $20.00 is usually sufficient for the 4 days of camp unless you purchase clothing or hats.
· How do meals work?

The camp fee includes lunch daily for day campers.  It will include all meals for overnight campers. A menu will be mailed to you with your camp agenda approximately 1 week prior to camp.  If you have food allergies, it is recommended that you bring your own lunch on that day.
· What do I need to bring to camp?

All campers are provided a locker to keep their items in during camp.  It is suggested if you want to lock the locker to bring your own lock.  You will need to bring a baseball glove,  a bat if you prefer to use your own or we do have plenty we will provide, hat,  baseball shoes or tennis shoes, comfortable clothing, a supporter and cup,  swimsuit, towel and sun screen is a good idea (we do have some that we can provide)
· Can I work on my best or favorite position?
Campers will practice in different positions other than their normal but there will be times each day to specialize on their best position.  This is a great opportunity for campers to learn new positions.
· How are the overnight campers supervised and where do they stay?
Overnight campers are housed at the AC Davis gymnasium.  They will need to bring all personal toiletries, sleeping bag, pillow, and towel for showers.  The camp provides an individual air mattress for each camper.  They are supervised 24 hours a day with coaches and teachers who stay with them in the gym.
